Using the worksheet: • In Exercise 1 students simply write numeric versions of the sums.
• In Exercise 2 there is a strong cross curricula element. Students have to say

whether the sums are correct or incorrect.
• In Exercise 3, students have to read the instructions and colour the boxes.

The numbers are in the written form which makes the activity slightly more
difficult.

• Not all the boxes have to be coloured in. The remaining boxes are for
group work. Explain to the students that you are going to name the boxes
and the colours that they should be filled with. This turns the last part of
the exercise into a listening activity. For example, say, Colour box O-four
yellow and blue. Colour box E-one blue and red. Continue in this way until
all boxes are coloured.
